To the Teacher or Parent

This book allows for a wonderful shared-reading experience
for children who are beginning readers. The strong link
between words and images helps readers understand the
content. Readers are also able to make predictions about the
text based on the images and the overall pattern of the book.
This book is an excellent tool for building the confidence new
readers need to embark on the adventures that await them
while reading!

To extend this reading experience, do one or more of
the following:

1.

Reread the book, stopping at each page. Encourage
the child to name the wildlife found throughout the
book. Discuss the differences and similarities between
the different animals.

. Visit a local aquarium to learn more about the wildlife

mentioned in this book. Which is the child’s favorite
and why?

Have the child discuss which beach features were found
throughout the book, such as sand, waves, and rocks.
Discuss other beach features not seen in this book.

Explain to the child that the word sea is another word
for ocean. Discuss other ocean related words that have
more than one name, such as killer whale and orca.

. After reading, let the child come back to the book again
and again. Rereading is an excellent tool for building

literacy skills.
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
